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NEUAL Rules and Regulations

Affiliation

1) All Member Clubs shall be affiliated to ArcheryGB, Region and County Associations.

2) A Member Club entering a competition without such affiliation will be subject to disciplinary action.

a. Maximum penalty for this offence will be disqualification for the entire year.

Eligibility

2) To be eligible for NEUAL competitions, students must meet the eligibility criteria for BUCS. These are summarised here:

a. A registered undergraduate at a Higher Education Institution on a credit rated course, equivalent to 60 credits per year (min 50% time) OR postgraduate following a minimum of 50% of full time course.

i. Undergraduates partaking in a year in industry as part of their registered course remain eligible for the duration of that year.

b. Paid up member of appropriate Union or Athletic Union.

c. Affiliated to ArcheryGB, Region and County associations (individually or through university club).

d. Undergraduates who were eligible under these rules the previous year, and are taking less than 60 credits in a year for academic reasons, with the expectation of returning to at least 50% time the following year, remain eligible for the duration of that year at the Committees discretion.

3) A Member Club may field students from two categories: 

a. A 'native' student who is internally registered to that institution.

b. An 'import' student from another academic institution subject to the following conditions:

i. Where more than one institution exists in a conurbation, a student at a none Member Club institution may compete for a Member Club institution in that conurbation providing they meet the eligibility requirements in 1).

ii. A student registered as a distance learner may elect to shoot for the Member Club geographically closest to their home address provided they meet the eligibility requirements in 1).

iii. The club has declared their intention to field such a student as an import to the Committee before their first appearance at a NEUAL event.

iv. The club declares the import status of all such students when entering a NEUAL event.

v. No more than 50% of an institution's team may be made up of 'import' students.

5) A student is eligible for Novice Status for their first academic year of shooting.

a. Academic year is defined as 1st September – 31st August for the purposes of this regulation.

i. Novice status ends on the first 31st August after a student starts archery.

b. Previous participation at have-a-go's or other, similar, one off events do not make a student ineligible for Novice Status.  

c. Changes of bowstyle or handedness have no effect on Novice Status.

6) Ineligible students and others may participate at NEUAL competitions as guests.

a. Where entry limits are imposed, guests will count towards the entries of their associated Institution.

7) A student must produce, when requested by a team captain or member of the Committee at a NEUAL event, proof of their eligibility.

8) A club entering an ineligible competitor for any NEUAL competition will be subject to disciplinary action.

a. Maximum penalty for a first offence will be loss of team position in that competition, and disqualification of that competitor.

Behaviour

9) All students, officials and event organisers will behave fairly and equitably in their dealings with others, regardless of race, creed, gender etc.

10) All participants in NEUAL events shall adhere to the rules of etiquette defined in the ArcheryGB rules of shooting.

11) All participants shall behave in accordance with the ArcheryGB motto ‘Union, Trueheart, Courtesy’.

12) Participants that act in a way contrary to these rules, or for behaviour considered by the NEUAL Committee to be conduct unbecoming a NEUAL archer, will be subject to disciplinary action. 

a. Maximum penalty for a first offence will be exclusion from all NEUAL organised activities.

Competitions

13) All NEUAL competitions will adhere to the ArcheryGB Rules of Shooting and Shooting Administrative Procedures.

a. Matches shall be controlled by at least a field captain.

b. NEUAL Championships shall be controlled by at least an ArcheryGB County Judge.

14) At all competitions a minimum of 10 spaces per Member Club should be made available.

a. This can be reduced only with the permission of the NEUAL Committee

15) Where entries exceed spaces available, entries will be limited to a fixed number per institution.

a. Entries will be accepted in the order provided on the entry form.

b. Guest entries will not be accepted to maximise student spaces.

16) Except in the case of 4)a), students must enter as their registered institution.

17) Teams shall be made up of Recurve, Barebow and Longbow archers, and consist of:

a. Open Team – the highest scoring 4 archers entered for the institution subject to 4)a.v.

b. Novice Team – the highest scoring 3 Novice archers entered for the institution subject to 4)a.v.

18) Proof of eligibility should be carried at all NEUAL Competitions, and produced for inspection when requested by a team captain or Committee member.

19) Scoring shall be done on approved scoresheets (available on the NEUAL website).

20) At matches and championships double bowing will be allowed, but only the first bow style shot will count towards team scores.

Matches

21) All matches shall take place on the dates set for them in the NEUAL Calendar.

a. In exceptional circumstances a match may be moved subject to the agreement of the NEUAL Committee.

22) It is the responsibility of all Member Clubs involved in a match to agree who will host the match.

23) All Member Clubs are expected to make every effort to host matches.

24) The host should be agreed at least 3 weeks prior to the date of the match, and the NEUAL Committee notified of the host.

25) At least 1 week prior to the agreed date of the match details of the times and location shall be circulated to competing clubs, and the NEUAL Committee notified.

26) Results shall be collated by the host club and announced on the day.

27) An electronic copy of the results shall be returned to the NEUAL Committee in the approved format  (available on the NEUAL website) by the Wednesday following the match. 

28) A Club failing to meet its responsibilities outlined in this section will be subject to disciplinary action.

a. Maximum penalty for a first offence will be exclusion of the Club teams from the affected match. 

Postals

29) A match may only be shot as a postal with the express consent of the NEUAL Committee.

30) A postal match must be declared at least 1 week prior to the date of the match.

a. The notification of a postal match will define the week that scores may be shot within.

31) All participating clubs will nominate the date that they will shoot their postal scores at least 1 week prior to the date of the match.

32) The round will be shot under conditions at least equal to that of a league match.

33) Results shall be collated by each club and returned to the NEUAL Committee in the approved format  (available on the NEUAL website) on the same day of the shoot.

34) A match shot as a postal will attract a penalty of up to two league points per competing team at the discretion of the Committee.

35) A Club failing to meet these requirements will be subject to disciplinary action.

a. Maximum penalty for a first offence will be exclusion of the Club from the affected match. 

Championships

36) The NEUAL Committee will announce the date and location of championships as early as possible.

37) At least 3 weeks prior to the date of the championships entry forms will be circulated to all Member Clubs.

38) Closing date for entries shall be no more than 4 days prior to the date of the championships.

39) Confirmation of accepted entries shall be given at most 2 days after the closing date.

40) Medals shall be awarded for:

a. Open Team

b. Novice Team

c. Novice and Open categories for:

i. Ladies and Gents Recurve.

ii. Ladies and Gents Barebow.

iii. Ladies and Gents Longbow.

iv. Ladies and Gents Compound.

41) Medals shall be awarded according to a medal policy:

a. 1-2 entrants – Gold only

b. 3-4 entrants – Gold and Silver

c. 5+ entrants – Gold, Silver and Bronze
